 As I write this column, public upheaval contin-
ues in Muslim countries in the Middle East.  Huge pro-

tests rage on against current governments across the re-

gion.  Even after the ouster of Hosni Mubarak, Egyp-
tians continue to demand reform.  Mass public dissent is 

also manifesting itself in Libya, Iran, Tunisia, Yemen, 

Bahrain, Jordan, and Iraq.  The Iranian government is 

suppressing protesters by shutting down internet servers 
and mobile phone networks and by deploying a massive 

ñsecurityò force to stop the protests.  The Libyan gov-

ernment, at this minute still led by dictator Moammar 
Gadhafi, is violently cracking down on protesters with 

no apparent regard for human life.     

 As American Jews, we question what the out-
come or outcomes of this turmoil will be.  Will regimes 

in Egypt and Jordan currently friendly to Israel and the 

United States be replaced by belligerent governments 

effectively ending hopes for peace?  On the other hand, 
will true democracy be implanted in the region including 

in Iran and Libya, and will that democracy really benefit 

the interests of the U.S. and Israel?   
 I donôt know the answer to these and many 

other questions which have arisen due to the current 

situation in the Middle East.  What I do know is no mat-

ter what happens, Israelôs internal strength will ensure 
the best outcome for both the U.S. and itself.  As Ameri-

can Jews, no matter our political bent or personal inter-

ests, we must support organizations which benefit Israel.   
 If your focus is the financial stability of Israel, 

buy Israel Bonds.  If your priority is a strong, motivated 

and healthy Israeli military, donate to the Friends of the 
Israel Defense Forces.  If you want to help promote har-

mony and tranquility in the region, support the Ameri-

can Friends for the Peres Center for Peace.  If you care 

about the environment and the ñgreening of Israelò, give 
to the Jewish National Fund or our own Templeôs Car-

mel Fire-Israel Emergency Fund.  If your concern is 

U.S. policy towards Israel, get involved in AIPAC.   If 
you want to support specific community programs in 

Israel, donate funds to the Jewish Federation of Broward 

County.   
 These are just a few of the institutions through 

whose work, Israel becomes stronger.  If you do not like 

my list, seek out on your own, an organization or multi-

ple organizations to support, but do it.  For no matter 
who rises and falls in the Middle East, if the American 

Jewish community and Israel stand united and strong, 

we shall surely triumph.

 The Talmud says, ñone 

should always associate themselves 
with the community when praying. 

How should one pray? óMay it be 

Your will, O Lord our God, to direct 
our steps in peace, etc.ô Almost no 

prayers in the Jewish liturgy are re-

cited in the first person; they are almost always offered in 

the plural. Only when people address God in the plural, 
says the Talmud, are they likely to pay for that which is 

universally beneficial. 

 Four weeks ago I was in a nasty car accident. 
Luckily, no one else was involved, just me and the con-

struction debris from 595. When my car finally stopped, I 

found that I had come to a stop a mere five feet from a 
construction crew working on the road. As I climbed out 

of the car, I could tell that blood was running down my 

face, but I wanted to get out of the road and onto the 

shoulder quickly. As I made my way toward the crew 
working on the site, one by one they turned their backs 

on me and began to walk away.  Car after car continued 

to drive by, despite the fact that my car took up one lane 
of the two lane road and despite the fact that I sat bleed-

ing from my face alone. 

 Needless to say, I was in a funk after that. I felt 

disappointed and quite frankly disgusted.  Soon after the 
accident, I was at work when I saw a large class of two 

year olds moving down the hall toward me. Without 

missing a beat, the kids started yelling, ñboo boo - boo 
boo!ò I looked up, expecting them to be pointing at me, 

but they were yelling, ñLook Rabbi Cheryl, boo booò as 

they pointed to their own knees, toes, fingers...you name 
it. In that one moment, I realized that what happened on 

that road was disappointing, but that my community - this 

adorable community of two year olds - thought I fit right 

in with them, boo boos and all. 
 It might be that our community at large isnôt 

what it used to be. But, if we give up on it, if we donôt 

educate our children, if we donôt commit to what we 
think is important, if we watch from a distance and never 

cross the street to help...then we will have no one to 

blame but ourselves.

THE PASSOVER SYMBOLS  

A MESSAGE FROM RABBI HARR  

 
There is no more meaningful holiday celebration than the Passover Seder.  Childhood 

memories are both created and recalled.  Adult experiences are made more meaningful 

and significant.  The lessons of the holidayðthose of freedom as well as obligationð

are retaught and relearned.  We each come alive with the experience of all of our 

senses.  I urge you to celebrate Pesach; to remember the Exodus; to recall the cove-

nant.  Have a meaningful Passoverðat home and at Temple, and help keep our tradi-

tion alive.  May God bless your Passover Celebration with love, warmth, and happi-

ness.  

Passover is one of the most important 

opportunities we have for reaffirming to 

ourselves and our children the continu-

ing vitality of our heritage and for re-

dedicating ourselves to the ageless tradi-
tion of freedom which is one of the cor-

nerstones of our faith. We all know that 

the holiday children remember the most 

is Passover. They remember the Seder, 

the days of preparation, the beautiful 

way the table was set, the special foods, 

the family gathered around, listening to 

the story of the exodus, joining in sing-

ing the ancient melodies, opening the 

door for Elijah, and searching for the 

afikomen. They remember it all. 

ELIJAHôS CUP 

A special cup filled with wine, 

placed prominently on the table. 

According to legend, Elijah visits 

every home on Passover and 
drinks from the cup.  

MATZA  

Three matzot, placed one on top of the 

other, are used during the Seder. They 

are seen as symbolic of the three  

categories of Jews: Priests (kohanim), 
Levites, and Israelites.
