AN OPPORTUNITY TO DEDICATE OUR NEW  

 
BAR/BAT   MITZVAH   PRAYERBOOK  

 
Because we attempt to make each childôs Bar/Bat Mitzvah a meaningful one, even as we want 
the Service to be meaningful to all who worship with us, we have revised the current liturgy 
(the prayers and the music) to achieve that goal.    Over the last year, your Rabbis and Cantor 
have been working on a new Bar/Bat Mitzvah Prayer book ( Siddur ) which will be unique to 
our Temple.   It will include three Bar/Bat Mitzvah Services in it: One each for Friday Night, 
Saturday Morning, and Saturday Evening/Havdalah.  
 
We need to publish this Siddur as soon as possible.    Toward that end, we would like to give 
everyone an opportunity to participate in dedicating a Siddur in honor of a family member or 
friend, or in memory of a loved one.   Nameplates will be affixed in each Prayerbook which 
would perpetually recognize both the donor and the honoree.  
 
It would be wonderful if an individual or family would step forward and become the lead do-
nor, helping to underwrite the entire project.  It would also be wonderful if each of us would 
underwrite at least one Prayerbook.  This will support the publishing of our Templeôs very own 
Siddur for Bar/Bat Mitzvah, and additionally  will support the Temple in its many services, 
programs and projects.
