  Sometimes, I wonder about the true value of an 

electronic conversation. Devoid of expression, sound, and 

intent, I'm reminded of the passage from our high holiday 
liturgy which draws a contrast between 'hearing" and 

"listening" to our friends, family, and loved ones. For me, 

music poses a potentially higher level of communication. 

It's interesting that some of the most incredible singers 
don't necessarily have the greatest or most pleasing 

voices. Their talent lies in their ability to touch us, move 

us, and ignite an emotional response. At TKAE we offer 
a plethora of musical happenings. Adult and children's 

chorus, Band services, Interfaith concerts and gatherings, 

our gala cantorial concert and music programming 
throughout the year. Perhaps you'd like to chant 

the Torah blessings, or chant a Haftorah. Whatever your 

interest, even if it's 'just' singing along with the music at 

services-there's a place for you as a member of our Tem-
ple family.

Then, 
eight days later along came the secular experience of 
Halloween where our children surely enjoyed their out-
of-school fun securing lots of sweets. 
 In addition to holiday foods there is also the 
daily snack, daily lunch and childrenôs birthday snacks 
to contend with as well. That age old custom of sharing 
and taste testing is discouraged because of children with 
life threatening allergies. My goodness, what is a school 
to do? 
 Fortunately for us we connected two different 
ways.  First, the Early Childhood Teachers spent their 
Teacher Workday on October 28, 2011, discovering 
what hidden dangers there are with many of the com-
mon foods we know.  We explored the nutritional values 
of food and learned about the different allergies many 
children have.   Secondly, we connected with Yummy 
In My Tummy.  Their organic foods are prepared fresh 
and delivered daily and our children are able to enjoy 
their meals without parental worry. Hidden in the 
yummy macaroni and cheese is sweet potato that natu-
rally sweetens the dish.  The chicken nuggets are baked, 
not fried.  Fresh fruit includes bananas, there is hummus, 
and there are even pancakes and grilled cheese sand-
wiches to choose. Additionally, the company has now 
undertaken the organic produce co-op program so that 
all of our congregational families can enjoy fresh from 
the harvest fruits and vegetables. 
 Now that November is about to begin we will 
start to teach about the holiday of Thanksgiving as well 
as how grateful the Pilgrims were towards the Native 
American Indians.  While food may be the primary way 
we celebrate the holidays, we have to be very aware of 
these foods that we choose.
